Suggested Change to Bylaws
Establish A Scholarship Award

The proposed amendment to the By-laws authorizes the establishment of a need-based
scholarship for a Wesleyan College undergraduate. Funds for the scholarship will be drawn
from the WALL bank account held by the college. There will be no increase in membership
fees or any reduction in the number of classes offered each semester. The Board of Directors
of WALL urges members to approve the amendment.

(New) Article X: Annual Scholarship Award:

When sufficient funds are available, WALL shall provide a need-based scholarship to a
Wesleyan College student who is selected by the Financial Aid office. The scholarship will be
paid from the Fund balance held in the WALL bank account. The Finance Committee and the
College Treasurer will determine when sufficient funds are available.
